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The Defence Diversification Agency was established by the UK Government in 1999 with a remit to encourage, foster and facilitate the cross fertilisation of technology between the defence and civil sectors. It was born from the recognition that the UK’s defence science and technology base represent a major repository of technical knowledge and expertise that could be used to stimulate innovation and wealth creation in the economy. As well as extending defence technology to civil use the Agency has a responsibility to identify civil technology to enhance the capability of the UK’s armed forces.

The presentation will describe the Agency’s demand-led approach to innovation and how its network of Knowledge Integrators provide unique and effective technology brokerage service in the UK.
