Internationalisation of Corporate Technology: What we know and What we don’t know?

This presentation will discuss our current knowledge of the nature and extent of knowledge creating activities of firms outside their home countries. It will address the following issues:

· The changing role of foreign R&D: from adaptation to knowledge access.

· The main measures used in assessing the nature and extent of internationalisation of technology: R&D, Patenting, and survey based measures.

· The main stylised facts available to date: differences according to nationalities, product groups and technologies.

· Policy implications: “hollowing out” of national R&D and “free-riding” of foreign firms.
