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The National Capital region of Canada (Ottawa-Gatineau) has evolved from being primarily a federal government area to being classed as “Silicon Valley North” with a high concentration of technology organizations. This evolution has been the result of many factors. The presenter will briefly outline some of the policy/funding background in Canada. The main talk will concentrate on two entrepreneurial organizations in Ottawa – the Ottawa Centre for Research and Innovation (OCRI) and the federal Communications Research Centre Canada (CRC). The speaker will draw on his experience as President and CEO of both organizations (OCRI for 12 and CRC for 8 years) during the region’s evolution. The speaker’s main interest is what “works” with a focus on the future.
